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TREASURE’S REPORT

Last year the CNH Forest Fire Council generated income more than $24,000, therefore, they needed to file taxes.  The cost to file taxes was $400.

Per the accountant, starting in 2009, all tax exempt organizations will have to file taxes regardless of income.
